*The “C” t-shirt comes in short and long sleeved. It is strongly recommended that band students have two
“C” t-shirts because most weekends include a Friday football game and a Saturday competition.

* IMPORTANT note about personal clothing items under the white uniform pants: Students typically travel
in shorts/sweatpants and change into their uniforms on co-ed buses. Colors can be seen through the
white pants. White shorts without logos or designs are required. As the weather turns, it will get cold.
UnderArmor-type products have proven to be useful. Again, white is required. When adding shirt layers
under the “C” t-shirt, watch the neck line. Some shirt styles have turtle neck cuts that can be seen under
the jacket collar and cannot be worn. Finally, bulky pants and shirts under the uniform must be avoided as
they can be a problem with its fit.

* Payments are typically due with orders: cash, check payable to “CHS Band Boosters”, or on-line
(available soon).

* Parents are welcome to come in for sizings, especially for the varsity wool jackets. More information to
follow.

* Used uniform items that are in good condition but are no longer needed (outgrown or graduated wearer’s)
can always be donated to the band for someone else to use. Band students are encouraged to check for
these items before ordering if they so desire.
