 pin snaps that break 
 ●  assisting the band with getting things on and off the field at competitions 

 Due to the Carlisle Area School district policy, no young children or non-band students are allowed to travel 
 on the band bus with the chaperones. All chaperones must have current clearances on file with the school 
 district.  Clearance information can be found on the  band website.
